Agatha was born in Italy during the reign of Ruler Decius. As a young girl she was a devout Christian who had pledged her life to Christ. When Decius sought to crush the Christian believers, an evil judge named Quinctianus tried to persuade her into an illicit union in exchange for his protection from the law. Agatha refused his advances and was placed in a brothel where she denied any suitors. Quinctianus then had the girl imprisoned where she was beaten, tortured and maimed. She never lost her wit and chided with him that he had not yet killed her. She was then rolled over hot coals and as she lay dying an earthquake rocked the city and killed the magistrate’s friend while he fled the city. Feast Day- February 5th
